The 

number of businesses in the FinTech and Innovation ecosystem more than doubled 

with 189 joining in 2020, taking the total to 303. This represents substantial progress on 

DIFC’s 2024 vision and strategy to drive the future of finance. The wide range of new clients 

further contributes to the breadth and depth of DIFC, underscoring the solid foundations that 

the Centre has been built on.
